The high morbidity,
hospitalization and mortality rates
associated with Diabetes especially due
to cardiovascular complications also impose
a heavy financial burden on healthcare
systems which are already exhausted in
some Arab countries..

It should make
the large number of social events , daily
excursion and post conference tours memorable
ones. The average temperature in Cairo in March

ranges between a low of 20˚C and a high of
